What do you do first?  Once you have written the task analysis you assess the student.  You give the direction and then only give the most minimal prompt necessary for the student to complete the task.  Mark the level of prompt needed for the student to do each step of the task.  
What does the task analysis tell us?  Based on this assessment, we know that Jonathan cannot identify assigned area, identify what he needs to do with his body (sit or stand), he refuses to position his body in correct manner, and he can’t stay in the task area without full physical prompt.  We also know that Jonathan is able to go to the assigned area once he knows what it is, and he is able to do the tasks with verbal prompts. 
What do we need to do next?  Identify where to teach first.  What does Jonathan need to know first before he can do anything else with this task?  He needs to learn the rule about going to assigned area and completing task.  

Write a lesson format for teaching the rule “When given a direction to go to a place you stay there and do your job.”
If the step that is to be taught is too large to teach, task analyze the step further and identify where the skill break down is occurring.  Begin instruction with the skill break down.
What do you do after initial instruction?  Use task analysis and assess again.  Maintain initial task analysis for ongoing progress monitoring on entire goal.
